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Overview

Expenditures made by retirees of state and local government provide a steady economic stimulus
to Georgia communities and the state economy. In 2020, 276,666 residents of Georgia received

a total of $10.0 billion in pension benefits from state and local pension plans.

The average pension benefit received was $3,015
per month or $36,179 per year. These modest

Impact on Jobs and Incomes

Retiree expenditures stemming from state and local pension plan benefits supported 85,673 jobs
in the state. The total income to state residents supported by pension expenditures was $4.3
billion.

To put these employment impacts in perspective, in 2020 Georgia’s unemployment rate was
6.5%. The fact that DB pension expenditures supported 85,673 jobs is significant, as it represents
1.7 percentage points in Georgia's labor force.

Economic Impact

State and local pension funds in Georgia and other states paid a total of $10.0 billion in benefits
to Georgia residents in 2020. Retirees” expenditures from these benefits supported a total of
$13.9 billion in total economic output in the state, and $8.2 billion in value added in the state.

Economic Impacts by Industry Sector ind Employment
The economic impact of state and local pension benefits was ndustry Impact (# Jobs)
broadly felt across various industry sectors in Georgia. The five Limited-service restaurants 5,508
industry sectors with the largest employment impacts are
presented in the table to the side. Hospitals 4,892
Full-service restaurants 3,697
Offices of physicians 3,020
Other real estate 2,855

Industry totals include the first round of impacts from pension payments to state residents, and do not
account for recaptured “leakage” to or from other states.
